Al'l the kids are gathered on the church and there are sone
teachers at the front giving sone intructions. They are al
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wearing the yellow tshirt of Bible Lab.

NARRATOR (V. Q)
As part of the school courses,
students at BMA has a special program
called Bible Lab. This is the tine
where all students drop their
backpacks and not ebooks to grab a
shovel, a plastic bag or even a nice
smle, anything that can help the
communi ty.

ERI KA
Cone on! You're the | eader, show us
what to do.

Mel i ssa | ook at the kids playing around with the cl eaning
tools. Erika runs to the other guys. Melissa wal ks slowy
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| ooking if the teacher is comm ng already, but she's nowhere
to be seen. Melissa gets to the center where everybody is
doing their stuff but work. She tries to get everybody's
attention, but is not very effective

IVELI SSA
(kind of slow)

NARRATOR (V. Q)

EXT. HAMBURG CI TY - DAY
